After taking a break to focus on solo interests, the duo has reformed and is an exciting addition to the Australian chamber music scene.

Both members of Kalimna Duo are highly regarded soloists and winners of numerous awards in their own right. Karen currently holds the Associate Principal Flute chair with Orchestra Victoria while Alannah is Guest Principal Harp with many of Australia’s top orchestras.

Past performances of the duo include the 2010 Summer Peninsula Music Festival, broadcasts on ABC FM and 3MBS FM, Mozart’s Flute and Harp Concerto with various Orchestras, and as guest soloists in the Young Musicians Delegation to China.

Karen Schofield-Flute

Karen Schofield currently holds the Associate Principal Flute chair with Orchestra Victoria, Australia. 

She gained her Bachelor with Honours, and Masters Degrees of Performance from the Victorian College of the Arts and is currently undertaking a PhD with a focus on the performance of 20th century Eastern European Flute repertoire. 

Karen has studied and performed throughout Europe, Canada, the U.S and the U.K and was the recipient of an Ian Potter Foundation grant.

Karen has recorded several concertos with the Melbourne Symphony Orchestra and has won awards such as The Marion Isobel Thomas Award, The Mozart Concerto Award, the Leslie Barklamb Scholarship and the ABC/M.S.O Young Artist Award. Karen has played under the baton of esteemed conductors such as Sir Charles Mackerras, Marko Letonja and Eivind Aadland and has performed and recorded with various artists and groups including Kate Cebrano and The Whitlams.

Alannah Guthrie-Jones

Alannah is one of Australia’s most prominent harpists. She began the instrument at the age of eight and three years later was awarded a scholarship to attend the Victorian College of the Arts Secondary School, studying with Julie Raines. Alannah graduated from the Victorian College of the Arts with a Bachelor of Music Performance in 2001. 

In 2002 Alannah received an entrance scholarship for postgraduate study at the Royal Academy of Music, London, where she studied with Skaila Kanga and Charlotte Seale and performed in masterclasses for eminent harpists including Elinor Bennett, Park Stickney and Sioned Williams.

While in London, Alannah won the Royal Academy of Music Harp Prize and the Major Award from the Australian Music Foundation.

In 2010, Alannah returned to London for three months to undertake further advanced study with the generous assistance of the Australia Council.

Alannah has performed as Principal Harp with most of Australia’s major orchestras, including the Melbourne, Tasmanian, and West Australian Symphony Orchestras, the Australian Opera and Ballet Orchestra, Australian Pops Orchestra and the Australian Youth Orchestra. She has also performed with Orchestra Victoria, the Adelaide Symphony Orchestra and Victorian Opera.

Broadcast credits include live and recorded recitals for ABC Classic FM and 3MBS FM and appearances on “In Melbourne Tonight”, “It Takes Two”, “Hey, Hey It’s Saturday!” and Channel Nine’s “Carols by Candlelight”. Alannah can also be heard on many soundtracks and commercial recordings.

She has performed with many notable international artists including David Campbell, Roberta Flack, Natalie Gauci, Josh Grobin, Katherine Jenkins, Aled Jones, Sylvie Palladino and Guy Sebastian. 

Alannah appears regularly in concerts and recitals as a soloist and chamber musician. She also enjoys performing at weddings and other special events and delights in bringing her music to as many people as possible.
